1 CHAMBERSBURG, PA

Independence Square is a treasure trove of history. We take time

to visit the Liberty Bell Pavilion and Independence Square, hearing
the amazing story of the brave authors of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence from our Park Service guide. Christ Church was the house
of worship for George Washington, Benjamin Franklin, and Betsy
Ross as well as 14 other signers of the Declaration of Independence.
Brass plaques mark the pews they once occupied. On display is the
font from which William Penn was baptized, and Ben Franklin's grave
is in the adjacent cemetery. We depart Philadelphia after lunch and
drive to Secaucus, New Jersey for overnight. Sail down the Hudson,
cruise around the Battery, up the East River past the South Street
Seaport and under the Brooklyn Bridge on your Twilight Cruise of
Manhattan. You will enjoy city highlights with magnificent views of
the world's premier skyline and a "close encounter” of the best kind
with Lady Liberty.

3 BOSTON, MASSACHUSETTS JOHN F. KENNEDY
LIBRARY AND MUSEUM
