1 NEW ORLEANS, LOUISIANA

Discover New Orleans your way today. You may want to start it off
with another beignet and cafe’au lait. Then explore the city visiting
the many antique shops and boutiques in the French Quarter. Maybe
you want to hop the St. Charles Streetcar and ride it to the Garden
District and view the many old stately homes and mansions. In the
afternoon, we will visit the New Orleans School of Cooking where the
meal is prepared and served. We will learn the art of Cajun and Creole
Cuisine. Who knows, you may become the next great Cajun chef. D

4 0AK ALLEY PLANTATION / TABASCO FACTORY

LAFAYETTE

We depart New Orleans traveling to

Vacherie, Louisiana located on the

Mississippi River between the historic

cities of New Orleans and Baton Rouge

for a tour and lunch at Oak Alley

Plantation. Oak Alley has been called

the "Grande Dame of the Great River

Road". Nowhere else in the south will

you find such a spectacular setting!

The quarter-mile canopy of giant live

oak trees, believed to be nearly 300

years old, forms an impressive avenue leading to the classic Greek-
revival style antebellum home. We continue through Morgan City and
Franklin—the Gateway to both the Tidelands and Acadia situated on
the Atchafalaya River. In New Iberia we will visit Avery Island and
drive through the Jungle Gardens before visiting the Tabasco Pepper
Sauce Factory to see how this 120 year old sauce is made and experi-
ence its rich history in exhibits and film. Continue to LaFayette for
a three night stay. L
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5 ST.MARTINVILLE / KONRICO RICE MILL / SHADOWS
ON THE TECHE

We have a short drive to St. Martinville, one of Cajun Country's un-
touched towns for a walking tour including a stroll around the Evangeline
Oak and a visit to the tomb of Emmeline Labiche, said to be the real
life Evangeline. St. Martin Square, the city's central church square, is
timeless in its beauty. We visit Konrico Rice Mill—America’s oldest
rice mill and listed on the National Register of Historic Places. We also
visit Shadows-on-the-Teche, one of Louisiana's most famous houses.
Built in 1831-34, this elegant structure is an outstanding example of an
antebellum plantation owner's town house and is one of the state's most
authentically restored and furnished houses of the period. This evening
we enjoy a Cajun dinner in one of Lafayette’s leading restaurants. D

6 VERMILIONVILLE / ACADIAN VILLAGE

We will visit Vermilionville—a Cajun, Creole Heritage and Folklife
Park situated on 23-beautiful acres by the Vermilion River where period
homes with artifacts show life as it was between 1765-1890. Local arti-
sans demonstrate their crafts and share oral traditions and interesting
stories. We will enjoy a home-style Cajun/Creole luncheon. Next we
visit Acadian Village, a bayou settlement of authentic Acadian homes
which serves as an excellent introduction to Cajun culture. Another
delicious cajun dinner included tonight. We will spend our last night
in Lafayette. L D

7 NOTTOWAY PLANTATION / JACKSON
It’s a short drive to Baton Rouge,
Louisiana's state capital, second
largest city as well as one of the
largest ports in the nation. We

will have a picture stop at the
Louisiana State Capitol Building.
Just 20 miles south of Baton Rouge
at White Castle is Nottoway
Plantation,the largest plantation
home in the South. Nottoway is an
American Castle, a gem of Italian
and Greek Revival style boasting 64
rooms and over 53,000 square feet

of total area supported by 22 massive
cypress columns. Yes, Nottoway is the
ultimate in Southern grandeur, and
you will enjoy Southern hospitality

at its finest with a delicious luncheon
at Nottoway (included). We continue
to Jackson, Mississippi for our last
night. L
